VRA PLAYERS CODE OF CONDUCT 

The overall experience for athletes participating in sports should promote the development of healthy &

positive attitudes toward themselves, fellow athletes, officials and coaches. 

The following Code of Conduct, for U12 players & below, has been developed to aid athletes in achieving a level of behavior, which assists them in becoming well-rounded, self confident and productive human beings.
